· have bubbles or crystals, or

· have a damaged or open microtube seal.

Record unusable Gel cards.

	Label cards:

· in the appropriate area of the label (see the diagrams on the next page)

· with the patient’s name and identification number, and  

· with a pen.  

A pre-printed patient or donor unit label may be used.

All information needs to agree exactly with the information on the sample or unit segment.
