	· Seal the tubing attached to the processing bag about 8 inches from the bag with the electric sealer or hand sealer with metal clips.

· Cut the tubing at the seal.

· Remove the tubing from the red cell detector.


	

	
	· Seal the original blood product bag, unit (now empty).


Cut the tubing at the seal.

	Remove the metal centrifuge weight.

· Open the sliding centrifuge covers.

· Remove the centrifuge lid.

· Remove the 2 alignment blocks from the centrifuge bowl.

· Remove the modified red cell unit from the centrifuge bowl.

· Replace the priming cushion and priming disk in the centrifuge bowl and lock the centrifuge cover in place.  

· Store the white alignment blocks in the centre hole of the cover.

· Close the sliding centrifuge covers.

	Remove the original blood product bag (now empty) from its hanger. 

Place the original blood product bag in the designated storage area <fs> for 7 days.
