	Compare and ensure the following information exactly matches: 

· Type of product on the blood product request 

· Blood product name and number on the assignment label or tag

· Blood product type, unit number, and blood type label

Have the transporter check the information in the CTR ledger or computer issue voucher.

The following information must match in all places:

· Recipient’s full name

· Date of birth

· Unique identifying number

· Blood product type

· Blood product unit number or lot number

	If a blood component is being issued, confirm that the ABO and D type  (where applicable) are compatible with that of the recipient.
