· Recipient name (first and last)

· Identification number

· Date of birth <facility specific>

· The type and number of blood products

	· If the issue of more than one unit has been requested, confirm that:

· transfusion of the issued units will be started within 30 minutes and completed within 4 hours

OR

· the units will be stored under conditions that are monitored and validated to maintain the appropriate temperature.
