The patient was transferred to ICU postoperatively where she suddenly developed hypoxemia and hypotension two hours after the transfusions. The physician and TMS were phoned immediately and the Transfusion Reaction Report (TRR) form, RBC bags/tubing, post-transfusion sample and post-transfusion first-voided urine sample were sent.
